› Are the methods suggested in presentation creative?

	Presentation Material Structuring 
	› Did the presentation materials convey the presenter’s argument clearly? 
› Are the visualizations and effects used properly to convey the presenter’s message in an effective way? 

	Presenting Skills and Communication 
	› Did the presenter(s) choose proper word and non-linguistic elements of communication for delivering the presentation?
› Did the presenter(s) convey the presentation with enthusiasm and confidence? 
› Did the presenter(s) respond properly to the juries’ questions?
